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IMPACT

In 2019, thousands of Arizonans actively engaged in discussions about topics relevant to their 
communities at Town Hall programs. These gatherings are designed to galvanize participants who 
go on to implement changes not only in their communities but also on a statewide basis.

•	 Community Outreach Programs were held on the topic of “Criminal Justice in Arizona” in six 
counties and were attended by nearly 600 community members.

•	 The third binational and bilingual Arizona & Mexico Town Hall was held in Hermosillo, Mexico 
to create resources for economic development. The event was widely covered by press in both 
countries. 

•	 Future Leaders Town Halls throughout the state engaged over 350 students in six cities and five 
counties on the topic of “Strong Families Thriving Children.”

•	 Seventeen Community Town Halls on “Strong Families Thriving Children” were held throughout 
Arizona allowing nearly 1,000 Arizonans to engage in discussions and develop community-
specific recommendations. 

•	 The 112th Statewide Town Hall hosted over 120 people from around the state on “Strong 
Families Thriving Children.” Participants built on actions already underway from Community 
and Future Leaders Town Halls.

Town Hall gatherings are designed to empower participants to be constructive members of their 
communities and to engage with others to address community issues. The impact of programs are 
magnified by extensive media coverage and through the distribution of reports. 

Arizona Town Hall educates, engages, connects, and empowers people to resolve important 
issues through consensus, not division, using a process based on respectful dialogue that values 
diverse perspectives, builds relationships, and fosters leadership development.

In the months before the Statewide Town Hall, 
Arizonans discuss the topic at Community Town Halls. 
Community Town Halls capture input from Arizona’s 
many diverse communities and empower participants 
to take action on their recommendations. Reports of 
recommendations from the programs are distributed to 
the media, stakeholders, and community leaders. They 
also inform participant discussions at the Statewide 
Town Hall.   

After the Statewide Town Hall, recommendations are 
compiled into a published report and further distributed. 
The reports are also discussed at Community Outreach 
Programs held around the state.

Individuals who participate in the Statewide Town Hall 
serve as presenters for Community Outreach Programs 
and share their thoughts on the recommendations.

Future Leaders Town Halls 
foster development of 
civic leadership skills for  
Arizona’s next generation of 
leaders and allows them to 
have a voice on important 
policy issues.
